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EMF
EMF stands for Electric and Magnetic Fields and is associated with electricity in nature and in the body. EMF are also
produced by electricity that powers anything connected to our power system.

■ Electric fields are related to voltage and are blocked by buildings and other structures and objects. 

■ Magnetic fields are related to the amount of current that is flowing. 
Magnetic fields drop off very rapidly with distance from electric sources. When people refer to “EMF” they are usually talking 
about the magnetic fields part of EMF. 

Man-made sources of EMF include:

■ computers

■ electric appliances

■ home wiring

■ motors

■ power lines

■ work place equipment

■ electric powered subways and trains
